	· To improve the teaching of and provision for children across the school in all areas.
We invested lots of our funding into early years. It is widely acknowledged that in order for children to succeed throughout school, the foundations must be in place. If children can master gross motor skills throughout nursery and reception, they are more likely to be able to sit at a table, write legibly and access much of the curriculum offered in later years.

· Enable children to grow leadership within the school, ensuring pupil voices and opinions are heard in improving both our school and the local community.
Our legacy of a sports committee was continued and children were trained in young leadership and also, this year, football leadership to ensure they are developing their leadership roles throughout school. The children have also chosen some equipment for the playground which will be replenished again this year.

· Support the children’s emotional wellbeing.
Children from Key Stage One took part in Healthy Heads programme which encourages them to look after both physical and mental health. This will be continued this year.
· To ensure that we offer a range of opportunities to nurture, develop and stretch all children’s talents and interests to broaden their development.
Children took part in a large range of competitions and non-competitive sports with all children in Key Stage 2 attending the Salt Ayre Sports Festival in the summer. We have also offered children opportunities to explore the outdoors and a range of different sporting activites through trips such as Williamson’s Park 

	· The children in early years have had more physical gross motor activity outside in their own area. 
· The children within Year 1 (that used some of the equipment towards the end of last year) generally have good fine and gross motor skills and are able to sit to complete work.



· The children in Y5/6 are confident leading activities for other children on the playground and have accepted the responsibility of being a good role model for sport.
· Lunch times are more active and children are able to play sports that are suited to them due to voices of the children being heard.


· Children in all age groups have a good understanding of what Is needed to look after their own mental wellbeing. 

· Children from Y3-6 have represented school in football, handball, athletics, archery, dodgeball giving children an opportunity to experience a range of sports to encourage a healthier lifestyle. 
· Some children who were unwilling to participate in sport represented school and have now put their names forward for other events.
