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The story so far…(May 2016)

You will be aware that each school has been allocated sports funding from the government for the past 3 years. Over this time, I feel we have added greatly to our sporting achievements and awareness of different sports throughout school. Here is a short summary of what we have spent the money on and the impact it has had:
Lancaster and Heysham Sports Network and Catholic Primary Sports Network
We have competed in: Gymnastics, dance, football, netball, Change4Life and this Friday we will be taking 40 children to Salt Ayre to compete in the annual sports festival. As a result of this every child in KS will participated in inter-school sports. (School Games Level 2)
The Running Track
Our ‘Mile a Day’ challenge has been embedded within school life and is a part of our everyday activities. Feedback from the children suggests that, in general, children are enjoying this. Teachers have suggested that it helps to revive children in the afternoon, giving them a greater capacity for learning. For those children who are not overly engaging with mile a day fully we are looking at putting into place an award system for effort and a league table. 

Outdoor and Adventurous 
After Anne Farley visiting our school, the classes have participated in a range of outdoor and adventurous pursuits. Classes 1 and 2 are having an adventure day, Class 3 and Class 4 have completed survival activities. Class 4 have worked on orienteering and Class 3 have been working together as a team.


Transport to Salt Ayre Sports Festivals
In previous years we have only been able to take a small group of children to Salt Ayre School Sports festival, however, the sports funding allowed us to pay for and fill a coach full of children. This year we are taking even more!

Outdoor Equipment
As a result of the success of the outdoor and adventurous days and the running track we are looking to improve the outdoors further. We have received a quote from 1 company regarding outdoor ‘assault course’ equipment and are pursuing other quotes. (This is still ongoing…)
P.E. Equipment
In order for children to fully partake in athletics activities appropriate for their age and level a bundle of athletics equipment has been ordered. Adding to this we have received a range of inclusive PE equipment.
Sports Week
This will be taking place on the week commencing 20th June 2016. The children will partake in a range of sports and fitness activities including Outdoor and Adventurous. This year, we are hoping to introduce more team games. The sports committee will also be arranging some activities.
